PROSPECTUS 

1. APPLICATION FORM  

Online Application form for admission to the Hostel with online copy of the 

prospectus are available on university website http://www.sgbau.ac.in & 

http://hostel.sgbauwiums.in with the cost of application form Rs. 100/-. All 

application for admission should be submitted to the warden office of the 

Hostel. Admission to the hostel is subject to admission of the applicant to 

any of the full time course offered by the University. 

 

2. ADMISSION      

i) Hostel session shall commence from the date declared by the University 

from time to time. 

 

ii)  Normally, equal opportunity is given for the student admitted to 

different courses. All the admission will be offered on the basis of merit 

and personal interview. If there are no aspirants from any courses, such 

vacant seats will be offered to the courses from where the aspirants are 

higher in number. 

 

iii)  Reservation of seats in the Hostels for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled 

Tribes,Vimukta Jati, Nomadic Tribe, Other Backward Class, Special 

Backward Classand physically Handicapped students will be made as 

per the prevailing rules issued by competent authority of the 

government. 

 

iv) A provisional decision with regard to admission will be displayed online 

as per the schedule. But no admission will be final until the warden 

is,(after interviewing the applicant) satisfied that He/ She is fit person, 

to be admitted to the Hostel. On admission, payment of fees shall be 

made within three days in one installment. For confirmation of 

admission and cancellation, attendance of guardian is necessary.  

 

v) Students who are employed shall not be admitted. 

 

vi) Post doctoral students and F.I.P. teachers need not apply.

vii)  Ph.D. registered students shall be considered for admission to the hostel 

on the recommendations of the supervisor, Head of Department and 

personal interview with warden if seats are available. 

 

viii)  The Care-taker of the Hostels shall not allow any students to occupy 

seats in the Hostels unless the students show him/her a letter of 

authority of admission issued by the warden. 

 

3.FEES  

(A) Student who has been admitted to the hostel, should pay prescribed fee 

completely for the session. If student desires to discontinue his/her admission in 

the hostel, he/she shall be allowed to do so, and 80% of fees will be refunded to the 

student provided he/she cancel his/ her admission on or before 1
st
 Monday of 

August of the year or within 15 days from the date of admission to the hostel 

whicheveris later.

2) Caution money will be refunded to the student at the end of the every session. 

On account of breakage or damaged to the hostel property, the payable amount will 

be deducted from the caution money. Student leaving the hostel during or after 

completion of the hostel session should claim the refund of caution money within 

two year from the closing date of the academic session. There after the remaining 

amount of caution money shall be deposited in the account of Student Welfare 

Fund (SWF). 

B) Any Hosteller desirousof keeping the room for a period after hostel session, 

may be permitted to stay on seeking the Wardenôs permission. 

 

4.RULES  

1) Student Residing in the hostel  must vacate the rooms within three days from the 

date of completion of the last University  Examinations for which they  are 

admitted during the session. 

2) During short vacations, student shall not stay in the hostel. Individual 

permission may, however, be obtained from the warden under special 

circumstances for stay, but mess facility may not be available during the short 

vacations and student will have to make their own arrangements. 

3) Student  will have to give an undertaking in writing that they will hand over  the 

charge of the rooms during  Diwali/summer vacation  because the rooms may be 

required for university work .  

 

5. SPECIAL CONDITION FOR GIRLS ô HOSTEL 

1) All  inmates of this Hostel should be present for attendance by 7.30 pm every 

day. 

2) There will be only 8 L.P. ( Late Permission ) for every month (till 8 Oôclock ). 

3) Girls intending to have night out, should bring their guardians and take prior 

permission from the warden. 



4) Each visitor should produce a visiting card, without which  they will not be 

allowed to meet the inmates. 

5) With every application  two stamped envelope (Self addressed) should be 

attached. 

 

6. DISCIPLINARY ACTION  

1) Any act of moral turpitude like disobedience of rule and regulations of the 

hostel, misbehavior towards superiors, bringing person into the hostel for immoral 

purpose etc. The inmates will be dismissed from the hostel. 

2) Hostellers found indulgingin ragging in any form, inside/outside the Hostel 

premises, will be expelled from the Hostel Immediately. 

 

7.FURNITURE,  EQUIPMENT & OTHER.  

 1) Each student will be provided with one table, one cot and one chair, Students 

residing inthe rooms are responsible for the property in their charge. Any damage 

or loss to the furniture, equipment &other fittings or to the building will have to be 

beared by the concerned room inmate/inmates. If necessary, cost of repairing of the 

damage or making up the loss will be recovered from the single resident, or the 

occupants of the room concerned or from the whole body of residents according to 

the responsibility for the damage to be decided by the warden. 

2) The boarders shall make arrangement of locking their rooms. No locks and keys 

will be provided by the University. 

3) Hostel authority will not be responsible for any damages or losses to all kinds of 

vehicles kept in the hostel premises. 

 4) Students should switch off their lights/ fans when they go out and close the 

room. 

 

 



8) MESS ARRANGEMENT  

i) Every student should avail the facility Hostel Mess. 

ii ) Every student has to take Hostel No Dues Certificate at the end of the 

sessionand also while leaving the hostel, submit it to the Central Administrative 

Service Unit, & hostel office respectively. 

iii ) Contractor should submit the mess account of previous month of each student 

by the 5
th
 of every month. The contractor shall also inform each member about the 

amount payable by him/her. All dues for the previous months shall be paid the 5
th
 

day of next month. Students, who do not pay all their dues by the 5
th
 day of the 

month, will be liable for disciplinary action. They will  not be permitted to use the 

mess until all the dues are paid up. 

iv) Mess charges will be fixed by the warden with permission of the registrar and 

Honôble Vice Chancellor.  

v) All Purchases from the hostel canteen should be made on cash payment. 

vi) For evening meals, mess will be closed by 10 p.m. 

vii) Every hostel student has to pay the mess charges per month as approved by the 

competent authority of the university (from time to time). Only official vacations 

will be exempted. 

9) OTHER ARRANGEMENTS  

i) Students are expected to maintain absolute cleanliness in the Hostel premises.  

ii) At all times student are expected to refrain from making any noise likely to 

disturbstudies. They are expected to be in their own rooms by 10 p.m. positivity.  

iii) Student should keep their vehicle in the vehicle-shed, instead of keeping in the 

verandah of the residential units. 

10) DISCIPLINE  

i) Only the authorised hostel student is allowed to become a member of the Hostel 

mess or stay in the hostel with proper permission of the Warden. Student not 



admitted to the hostel cannot avail this facility. Such permission can be granted 

only in the most exceptional circumstances and shall be in writing. 

ii) A guest of student may be permitted by the hostel Warden to stay with him/her, 

but not for more than 3 days. Such permission shall be obtained in writing.  

iii) A student who keeps any guest or other person in his/her room without prior 

permission of warden,action will be taken against him/her. 

iv) Gents are not permitted to enter/stay in University GirlsôHostel. 

v) Ladies are not permitted to enter/stay in University BoyôsHostel. 

vi ) In case of sickness, report shall be immediately made to the warden. 

vii) The warden is responsible for maintaining the discipline in the hostel as per the 

rules and regulations. He/She may take such disciplinary action including the 

expulsion of a student form the hostel as may be necessary to ensure discipline and 

good behavior among the student residing in the hostel.

Rules 

1) Students should check in within 8 days after getting admission in the 

Hostel,otherwise the admission will stand cancelled. 

 

2) Once student is admitted in the hostel and if she/he remains absent for 

continuous 30days without prior permission from concern authority, 

She/He is liable to cancellation of admission in the hostel.    



3) Admission of those students will be cancelled without any refund of fees, 

who behave indecently or do not follow the hostel rule and regulation.  

4) No entry will  be given to outsidersafter 7.30 pm in girlsô hostel and 

9.00pm in boysôhostel. 

5) It is compulsory to all girlsô hostel students to be present in the hostel till 

7.30pm and should sign attendance register along with the biometric 

entry. 

6) Students should take late permission from hostel warden if required.  

7) Student should handle the room furniture carefully otherwise they need to 

compensate the damages.  

8) Visitors are allowed to meet the student once in a week between 5.00pm 

to 7 pm for 20 minutes,after making entry into the Visitors register. 

Visitors should meet the student in the visitorôs rooms. 

9) After 5.00pm students are not allowed for night out or leave for 

hometown. 

10) Students are allowed to go for educational tour. For this, they should seek 

prior permission from their respective Head of the Department on the 

application. Otherwise no permission will be granted.  

11) Students are strictly instructed not to make noise in the rooms or hostel 

premises after 8. 30pm.  

12) Student should take care of their personal belongings. In case ofloss or 

theft it will be their own responsibility. 

13) In case of physical injury or illness students should report immediately to 

the hostel office/ University Health Center.  

14) Meeting of girlsô and boysô strictly prohibited in the premises of hostel.  

15) Outsiders are not allowed to take photographs of the university building.  



16) Keep the registered vehicles only on vehicle stand, provided in the hostel 

premises. 

17) Newspaper should be kept in common room. Do not carry it to the 

personal room.  

18) Students are strictly instructed not to bring any electronic devices for the 

entertainment purpose. 

19) Consumption of ghutkha tobacco, alcohol and other narcotics is strictly 

prohibited. 

20) No students are allowed to keep guest in their rooms without prior 

permission from authorities. 

21) He / she must be mentally & physically fit for seeking admission in the 

hostel.  

22) Electrical equipment like iron, water heating rod, induction cook top etc.
